2007 ACC/AHA Guidelines recommend use of GP IIb/IIIa 
inhibitors in high-risk UA/NSTEMI patients1:

Loading dose for 30 minutes: 0.4 mcg/kg/min

Maintenance infusion: 0.1 mcg/kg/min

Administration of AGGRASTAT® is associated with an increase in bleeding events classified as both major and minor bleeding events by criteria developed by the Thrombolysis in Myocardial Infarction (TIMI) study group.   
Most major bleeding associated with AGGRASTAT occurs at the arterial access site for cardiac catheterization.  Fatal bleeding events have been reported.  Caution should be employed when AGGRASTAT is used with other drugs 
that affect hemostasis.

Additional high-risk patient types that may benefit from early administration of a GP IIb/IIIa 
inhibitor include:

	Patients with diabetes mellitus

	Patients with dynamic ST-segment changes

	Patients with ongoing ischemic discomfort

Contraindicated in patients with:
	Know hypersensitivity to any component of the product
	Active internal bleeding or a history of bleeding diathesis within the previous 30 days
	A history of intracranial hemorrhage, intracranial neoplasm, arteriovenous  
malformation, or aneurysm

	A history of thrombocytopenia following prior exposure to AGGRASTAT
	History of stroke within 30 days or any history of hemorrhagic stroke
	Major surgical procedure or severe physical trauma within the previous month
	History, symptoms, or findings suggestive of aortic dissection
	Severe hypertension (systolic blood pressure > 180 mmHg and/or diastolic blood  
pressure > 110 mmHg)

	Concomitant use of another parenteral GP IIb/IIIa inhibitor
	Acute pericarditis

Compatibilities:
	May be administered in the same intravenous line as heparin, dopamine, lidocaine, 
potassium chloride, and PEPCID

 (famotidine) injection

	Should not be administered in the same intravenous line as diazepam

Storage
	Store at 25°C (77°F) with excursions permitted between 15-30C (59-86F) 
(see USP Controlled Room Temperature)

	Do not freeze
	Protect from light during storage
